Dear Mr. McCauley:

Please be advised of the following illegal and tortious conduct in which you are presently engaging:

You are running a series of “articles” at your site about my Bar trial by selectively procuring transcripts of the portions thereof that suit your purposes.  You have asked for me to provide you transcripts of other portions.  I neither have them nor do I have a duty to provide them if I did have them.  You have, however, a duty to procure transcripts for all portions of the trial if you are to profess to be reporting on this event in a non-libelous and fair fashion.  This is the first breach of your legal duties to me.

The second breach is the fact that you have prohibited me not only from posting my responses to the false and defamatory comments about me by your posters in response to the above, but you also prohibit me from accessing your site directly. This is precisely why you have blocked me from posting at your site so that I cannot fend for myself in the face of these attacks.

You and your parent organization are now on notice that I shall prosecute this latest assault upon me to the fullest extent of the law, and I shall look not only to you but to ECA for recompense.

ECA is simply a tool of the video game industry, and in doing what you are doing you put not only yourself and Hal Halpin’s shop at risk but also others, as I shall be able to discover his communications with anyone in the industry regarding me and what I do.
